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	American Group Donates Computers to Nigerian Varsities

Determined to improve the quality of education and learning in Africa, a group of young African-Americans based in Chicago, United States of America, has donated some computers and other educational aids to some Nigerian universities including the Ahmadu Bello University Zaria, Abia State University, Umuahia and a university in Liberia.

Briefing newsmen in Abuja at the end of their visit to some of the educational institutions in the country, the leader of the group, Dr Chidi Nduaka, a Nigerian, explained that the group under the aegis of Nduaka Educational Foundation (NEF) is "out to help further the quality and expanse of education of African students both in the diaspora and in Africa itself."

Nduaka explained that the group, which was founded about a year ago, operates by "going to schools to find out their needs, and then supplying them, as well as journals, books, computers. They also help to develop curricular in the various schools.

NEF, Nduaka said lay emphasis on encouraging African students to undertake science-based courses in the varsities stressing that "science is the backbone of technology and modern societies."

Four members of the group who were on the tour of the Nigerian varsities are all said to be volunteers who donate their "pay cheques" to further the frontiers of education in Africa. 
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
